result of his not having been baptized. The murderer is none but Mr. Eager himself. He is a
supreme liar and hypocrite. By telling Lucy such a false story. Mr. Eager is intending to make
Lucy hostile to the Emersons and turn Lucy away from George. He is intending to murder
Lucy’s soul. However,ironally enough,the effect of what he has told Lucy about the Emer-
sons is to make the Emersons more appealing to Lucy ;she cannot believe the accusation ,but
it adds to the romantic air of Florence,“a magic city where people thought and did the most
extraordinary things. ” (Forster,P76). Lucy even begins to defend the Emersons against the
accusation even though she herself is not aware of it.
To sum up,the three characters have their own characteristics and play different roles in
the novel by either accelerating or hindering Lucy's development.
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
